Copyrights:

A copyright is an exclusive right to reproduce an 
original work of authorship fixed in any tangible 
medium of expression, to prepare derivative works 
based upon the original work, and to perform or 
display the work in the case of musical, dramatic, 
choreographic, and sculptural works. Copyright 
protection does not extend to any idea, procedure, 
process, system, method of operation, concept, 
principle, or discovery, regardless of the form in 
which it is described, explained, or embodied. 
Rather, copyright protection is limited to an author 
s particular expression of an idea, process, concept, 
and the like in a tangible medium.

The U.S. copyright term for a work may be 28 
years, 56 years, the life of the author plus 50 years, 
75 years from the publication date, or 100 years 
from the date of creation.
