Submission:

1) (20 pts)  For all programs you write yourself: submit program listings and output of actual runs.  For all tools you use: indicate and describe tool and provide output of actual runs.

2) 10-15 page paper describing what you did and the results.  This should include:

· (10 pts)  A brief description of the algorithms you chose to use.  Please include a justification for choice of these algorithms.
· (10 pts) Brief description of any preprocessing/transformation performed on the test data.  
· (10 pts) Description of the implementation performed including platform and language.

· (10 pts)  Description of how you actually ran your experiments on the different data sets.

· (30 pts)  3-5 pages describing who you predict actually cheated on the exams.  As any identifying information has been removed you will need to identify in some other way.  Include in this visualization if possible.  Be sure to include how you derived these answers.  Reference specific outputs from the test runs.  An anaysis of the outputs is required.

·  (10 pts) A bibliography with references to where the details of the algorithms were found and any other resources used to complete this project.
NOTE:  Any 5331 student may optionally choose to do the more difficult project given to 7331 students.
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
