SURVEY PAPER and PRESENTATION

General Description:

This project requires that you conduct a survey of a DM topic of your choice.  The deliverables are both a written paper and an inclass presentation.  
NOTE:  You MUST do your own work.  It is an honor code violation to submit work which is not your own.  You are NOT to copy material from the internet.  You must reference ALL sources used.  This includes the use of citations in the body of the paper.  DO NOT COPY!  DO NOT CUT AND PASTE.
ANY STUDENT FOUND PLAGIARIZING (copying without appropriate citations and quotes) will get an automatic grade of 0 on the entire project.

Requirements:

Write a paper which summarizes the state of the art with respect to any DM topic of your choice. Your topic may be broad or quite narrow.  There are only three restrictions concerning choice of topic: 

1. It must be a DM topic.  

2. You may not choose a topic covered in class notes or book (unless you do not directly duplicate the material used in class).   Use the class notes as a starting point.
3. You must obtain approval from Dr. Dunham for your topic.  

You are also required to give a presentation covering this material in class.  Your class presentation may follow the exact format of your paper or may be slightly different.  For example, you may choose to only look at one or two papers in detail during your presentation instead of summarizing many papers as is expected of the survey paper itself.

All distance students are to submit a videotape/CD to Dr. Dunham for grading.  If, you wish to make your presentation in class or make other arrangements for a presentation, please contact Dr. Dunham.

Grading:

The overall grade for this project is worth 40% of your class grade.  Of this amount, the paper is worth 30% and the presentation 10%.  
The written paper (about 25 pages in length 11 pt font, double space) is to perform a summary of the literature concerning a DM topic of your choice.  Your paper should include:

· Introduction (Overview of the topic)  (10 pts)

· Applications (uses) of this topic  (10 pts)

· Detailed survey of the topic chosen  (40 pts)

· Summary and Prediction of future of this topic  (10 pts)

· Bibliography (at least 25 referenced articles)  (20 pts)

· Organization/Readability  (10 pts)

You will receive a number grade on a scale of 0-100 (see outline above).  In the detail survey portion, you will be graded on thoroughness and completeness of your coverage of this material.  

Your presentations will be graded on organization, clarity, and preparation.  Each presentation is expected to have an introduction, summary, and detailed portion.  You will receive a letter grade on the presentation.  

Inclass presentations are to be given at the end of the semester between 11/16-11/28.  Two presentations will be given in one class period.  The scheduling of presentations is on a FCFS basis.

You are expected to submit a well written article.  If you have not written a survey paper before, please talk to Dr. Dunham.
