General Description:

The purpose of this project is to give you experience with a Data Mining presentation.  
Requirements:

You are to identify a published article (within the last 5 years) in the area of Data Stream Mining.  You are then to give a presentation which describes the material within this paper.
Submission:

1) (20 pts – Due 2/11 by class time)  Paper choice:  Please choose a paper from a reputable data mining conference or journal.  Send email to Dr. Dunham identifying the paper.
2) (30 pts – Due 2/12 by midnight)  Presentation slides (ppt or other electronic version of slides.  
3) (50pts)  Give 20 minute presentation in class between 2/13 and 2/20.  Your presentation should include:  Overall objective of paper, background material, summary of paper including technical description of work, a subjective evaluation of whether the paper satisfied its goals, and an evaluation of the presentation of the paper.

Grading:

A grade between 0-100 will be given on this project which is worth 20% of your grade.  The distribution of points is as indicated above.

NOTES: 

1. All paper choices and ppt files are due at the same time even though presentations may be on different days.
2. Please contact Dr. Dunham to choose a presentation time.  These will be given on a FCFS basis with a schedule announced on 2/11.  Dr. Dunham will assign times if you do not volunteer.
